That is why David said 

that when he meditated he became wiser than his teachers! Proverbs 3, 1-6 Psalm 

118 vs, 99.

Fr. Vigne’s text echoes 
what Pope Francis tells us. 

 "DO NOT WEARY OF DOING GOOD 

for when the time comes, we will reap, if we do 

not lose heart. Therefore, when we have the 

opportunity, work for the good of all" (Gal 6, 9-

10a) A first fruit of the good sown is found 

in ourselves and in our daily relationships, 

down to the smallest gestures of kindness. In 

God, no act of love, however small, and no 

“generous fatigue” is wasted. Just as the tree 

can be recognized by its fruits (Mt 7,16-20), 

so the life filled with good works is lumi-

nous (Mt 5, 14-16) Let us not tire of praying. 

…We must pray because we need God. Self-

sufficiency is a dangerous illusion… No one 

saves himself, because we are all in the same 

boat in the storms of history. But above all, no 

one is saved without God, because only the 

paschal mystery of Jesus Christ gives victory 

over the dark waters of death. 

…Let us not tire of eliminating evil from our 

lives. May bodily fasting…strengthen our spirit 

to fight against sin. Let us not tire of asking for 

forgiveness in the sacrament of penance and 

reconciliation, knowing that God does not tire 

of forgiving us… …  

Let us not tire of doing good in concrete 

charity towards our neighbour… Let us put 

into practice the call to do good to all….  

Let us not tire of sowing good.  

Fasting prepares the ground,  

prayer irrigates it,  

charity fertilizes it.

FOR YOUR MEDITATION.  

(Proverbs 3, 1-7) quoted by Fr. Vigne. 

My child, do not forget my teaching, let your heart 

keep my principles, since they will increase your 

length of days, your years of life and your well-being. 

Let faithful love and constancy never leave you: tie 

them round your neck, write them on the tablet of your 

heart….Trust wholeheartedly in Yahweh...acknowledge 

him in every course you take and he will see that your 

paths are smooth. Do not congratulate yourself on your 

own wisdom, fear Yahweh and turn your back on 

evil….. 

“During Lent we are called to respond to God’s 

gift by accepting his word, which is “living and active” (Heb 4:12). Regular listening to the 

word of God makes us open and docile to his working (Jas. 1:21) and bears fruit in our lives”, 

says Pope Francis. 

In the text chosen for this month, Peter Vigne invites us to welcome the Word 

of God, and to meditate or “ruminate” on it. Just as a tree needs water and is 

nourished by it in order to grow and bear fruit, in the same way the person who 

meditates daily “seeks God’s counsel” and so discovers how to act responsibly on 

a daily basis. The invitation to welcome and receive the Word of God is for 

everyone. Peter Vigne recommends it to all the faithful who attend his missions 

and those who read his books. His message is spoken to us today, to you 

and to me! He promises that meditation will draw down “blessings from Heaven” 

…And for what reason? for the good seed which Pope Francis invites us to sow 

in ourselves and around us. “This call to sow goodness should not be seen as a burden but 

a grace”.. Yes, repeats Peter Vigne, the well-planted tree "bears fruit…he does good 

works in due time.” These two appeals, from Francis and Peter, touch our hearts at 

the very moment when bombs, sown with rage, rain down on Ukraine. Count-

less sufferings, wound and kill our brave Ukrainian brothers! In response, let us 

endeavour to sow good and never tire of praying. B.R.  

GOOD FRIDAY….every Friday in Lent 

“This Cross, on which you suffered so much…I will show it…

to all my brothers”, affirmed Pierre Vigne. He still calls us today 

to know how to look at the Cross and the Crucified One. Jesus 

is our God, crucified. But crucified, not as though it marked the 

end of a road, but as the beginning of a new path, because the life 

of Jesus does not end on the Cross. It continues and leads to the 

Resurrection, it continues in our life - the life of each one of us 

and the life of humanity - to lead us all to LIFE eternal. Let us 

contemplate Jesus Crucified, let us adore him on the Cross… 

and pray for all those who, at this moment, are experiencing the cross of war, vio-

lent death, disease or sickness. Let us pray especially for the children who already 

know the horrible suffering of war.
