PETER VIGNE......A MOTHER REFLECTS:

In 2016 | discovered | was pregnant but suffered a miscarriage which was a crushing disap-
pointment not only for myself but also for my husband, family and friends because we really
wanted this child. This loss brought us closer together confident that God would grant us an-
other son. On March 20, | discovered | was pregnant. My heart sang with overwhelming joy

and the whole family were ecstatic with the news. Everything was fine with
the pregnancy until June 20 when | began to bleed which made me feel
very anxious.

| went to see my gynaecologist who examined me and immediately re-
quested an ultrasound. | wept secretly fearing the result of the scan. Before
going for the ultrasound | went to the Blessed Sacrament College to pick up
my son, Emanuel Horlando. Upon arriving at the school | went straight to
the chapel and sat in the third bench on the right side near the icon of Blessed Peter Vigne.
There, | prayed, | wept and begged God to give me the grace of a safe delivery, a healthy
baby. At that moment | felt a great strength surge through my body as | looked towards the
icon of Blessed Peter Vigne. As soon as | looked at him | had an irresistible urge to ask him to
intercede with Jesus Christ for me and | promised that if the baby was a boy | would call
him PIERRE VIGNE. | prayed a lot that day. The chapel was silent, not a sound could be
heard. | was calm and confident when | left for the ultrasound. It seemed like forever when at
first the doctor failed to find the baby’s little heartbeat so | closed my eyes and the only name
that kept coming to me was “Pierre Vigne”. A few seconds later we could hear the strong and
steady beat of my baby's little heart. It was so strong, it he seemed to be reassuring me saying
“I'm here, Mummy, I'm here!” My husband Emmanuel and | were both “over the moon” and
extremely grateful to God and BI. Peter Vigne for interceding for us.

| went back to my doctor who was delighted with the results and recommended complete rest
with the warning not to abuse my luck or rather the miracle that | was carrying a perfectly
healthy baby...a miracle indeed. On August 7st | discovered that was expecting a boy and the
promise was kept: | immediately started calling him Pierre Vigne. | can’'t thank Blessed Peter
Vigne enough for his powerful intercession for my baby. On December 21 at
1.34 in the morning in St Antdnio Hospital, PIERRE VIGNE Ribeiro
Costa was born.

At his baptism May 19, 2019, Father Roniel Ferreira said, “This boy will be
someone very important in the Church, because he has already been cho-
sen by God. Why did you choose the name Pierre Vigne?

We chose it because it's the name of a missionary, a man who lived for God.
Because he is the founder of the Congregation of the Sisters of the Blessed
Sacrament. Because he loved Jesus on the Cross and in the Eucharist. The
priest then added: “You chose this name because it’s the name of a
saint, a man who understood the call of God and gave his life in re-
sponse, to serve the poor and marginalised so that Jesus would be
better known, loved and served”
